5. In this persuasive essay, you will explain why the soldiers are willing to fight for their way of life if a civil war should begin.  

6. Be sure to take notes in your notebooks as you search for answers to:

· Who was fighting in the Civil War?

· Where did these soldiers come from?

· Who would have lived in this area: A Confederate soldier, a white Union soldier, or an African American Soldier?  Why?

· What were their lives like before the war?

· What motivated them to keep fighting even as the war dragged on?
